he Presbyterian Peacemaking Offering supports the

efforts of Presbyterians to work for justice and peace
through their congregations, presbyteries, synods, and the
General Assembly. The day is a time when we are mindful of
our spiritual unity with Christ and each other, and when we
are led to do what we can to make that unity with Christ and
others manifest.

The national church will use its portion of the offering to
facilitate the International Peacemakers Program, which
brings church leaders from other countries to the United
States to share the peacemaking concerns of their churches;
provide antiracism training; promote the Red Hands cam-
paign to end the use of child soldiers; create a study resource
for children on Sudan; and much more.

CHPC's Peace, Justice, and Mission Committee decided that
our congregation's portion of the Peacemaking Offering
will be donated to Churches for Middle East Peace (CMEP).
CMEP is a coalition of 23 public policy offices of national
churches and agencies: Orthodox, Catholic, and Protestant.
CMEP seeks to maintain an ongoing dialogue with Congress,
the U.S. administration, and the diplomatic community
about Middle East peace.

Among CMEP's principal advocacy concerns are: the avoid-
ance and resolution of armed conflicts, human rights, arms
control, foreign aid, and the unique nature of Jerusalem,
which is sacred to Christians, Jews, and Muslims.

Thoughts this month are focused on a challenge
that we face at the writing of this column. Many
of you know that the large stained-glass window
in the sanctuary is in critical condition and is in
need of immediate repair. An estimated propos-
al of $30,000 has been accepted by the Session,
and work is to begin early in October.

A generous offer to loan the church $10,000 at
no interest was extended by a member of the
congregation, which was gratefully accepted.
The plan had been to seek a loan for the balance
from a local bank. At the time of this writing, it
has just been learned that our application was
turned down. The sense of the Session is that
the work has to be done before the winter, so
now we have to find other ways to finance it. The
church has assets that can be sold to cover the
cost, which we may have to do.

We will begin with a potluck at noon, followed by a presentation and
questions (approximately 1 hour). Two teachers from this innovative initiative will join us, as well as the program co-director,
Chris Low, and Fayerweather School volunteers.

One of the primary goals of CLC co-founders Chris Low and Jean Abner Sauveur is to provide educational opportunities and fo-
rums that will allow the people to actively determine how to improve their quality of life. By building local capacity at the grass-
roots level, residents address the causes of poverty through social and human development, education, and income-producing
programs. Since 1996, Matenwa CLC has continued to expand in response to the many needs of their community. In addition
to educating 242 students of all ages, employing 24 staff members, and serving as a progressive teacher-training site, Matenwa
CLC runs a number of programs, including a Courageous Women's Theatre and children and youth rights projects.

The Matenwa CLC social justice programs seek new support and alliances to continue growing; we hope you will join us to con-
sider ways to partner with this powerful community organization.
